Criteria for Student Travel Reimbursement

A.  Student Leadership Seminars

To be eligible for travel reimbursement, student must meet the following criteria:

1) Must be a paid member of Alpha Omega 

2) Must be first time attendee at an International AO Event 

3) Live outside a 350 mi radius (approximately 5 hours driving time) 

4) Must submit an article for the Arouser

5) Present a copy of: ticket receipt and boarding pass

6) Must be a member for at least a year.  Preference will be given to students who joined Alpha Omega during their first year of eligibility.

Level of Travel Reimbursement will vary according to ticket cost as follows:

If driving from outside 350 mi radius, students are eligible for reimbursement for fuel expenses, up to $50.

Funding to be limited to 2 students per chapter. or 32 cents/mile whichever is less.  Application for reimbursement should include a MapQuest (mapquest.com) search listing the distance from the applicants home address to the site of the meeting..
B.  Reimbursement for Externship Travel

-Only available to Non-North American students

-Requires submission of externship report and article for the Arouser

-Not to exceed $500 US per person

-Amount of externship reimbursements to be determined by the Externship committee based on the number of eligible recipients

-$2000 of total travel budget to be allocated for externship travel reimbursement.  If additional funds are available within the student travel budget, additional reimbursements for externship can be provided at the discretion of the Externship Committee
