Alpha Omega is not a college social fraternity.  It is a professional fraternity with over one hundred chapters, comprising a membership of over 12,000 fraters.  It is represented in the USA, Canada, Europe, Israel, South America, Australia, South Africa and many other countries.

The objectives of the fraternity are to promote the profession of dentistry, to establish a spirit of fellowship and to develop high standards of scholarship among its members.  Although Judiasm is one of the founding principles of Alpha Omega, it is a nonsectarian organization and many of its members are not Jewish.

is the only dental fraternity which invites its students to attend its annual convention on a par with the alumni and subsidizes the expenses of the official chapter delegates and, to a lesser extent, all of the students attending.

is the only dental fraternity in which the student, following graduation, automatically enters the alumni ranks without any re-evaluation.

appoints students on many of its International Committees and expects them to participate actively.

through the Foundation, maintains an emergency loan fund for sophomore, junior and senior students.

is actively concerned with community involvement, sponsoring both dental and general activities on the local and international levels.

promotes active contact with all of its members serving in the Armed Forces.

offers substantial savings to its members in purchasing group accident and health, hospital and life insurance programs.

encourages auxiliaries on the student as well as the alumni level for spouses and friends of the members.

originally built the Biological Laboratories at Brandeis University and then went on to found the School of Dental Medicine at the Hebrew University in Jerusalem and Sponsor the Dental School at Tel Aviv University, and continue to actively support their growth, research and academic programs.

 is the only dental fraternity that provides an Externship Program for junior students entering their senior year where they have the opportunity to observe some of the finest clinicians for a minimum of two weeks.  Externships have been sponsored in Toronto, Washington DC, Boston, New York, Miami, Atlanta, St. Louis, Albuquerque, Chicago, Detroit, Los Angeles, London, Paris, Tel Aviv, Haifa and Jerusalem.

provides a bulk purchase program for students.

provides an Associateship Program, which attempts to match new graduates with dentists who are seeking associates.
